(a)  Ref No:  7/2021/2148 – Erection of a new reception/cafe building & the siting of two static caravans (part retrospective) – Herdwick Croft Caravan Park, Ouse Bridge, Bassenthwaite – No Objection (devolved decision by the clerk after consultation with the chairman & councillors)
     (b)  Ref No:  7/2021/2166 – Demolition of existing agricultural sheds & livestock shelters and provision of 3no local occupancy dwellings following refusal of 7/2021/2039 – Bassenthwaite Hall, Bassenthwaite – Objection to the current plans due to the overlooking/loss of privacy for the residents of The Orchard.  The Objection is not to the houses per se, but to the current design. 
         Cllr Mattinson left the room for the next planning item.

   (c)  Ref No: 7/2021/2115 – 3no. local needs dwellings – Green Farm, Bassenthwaite – No Objection but would prefer the development not to overlook the neighbouring property. 
   (d)  Ref No: 7/2021/2170 – Upgrading of the existing 60 plus year old dilapidated sewage treatment plant – Bassenthwaite School, Bassenthwaite – Support.
            The following planning application ‘for information only and not for consultation’ was noted;
            (e)  Ref No:  7/2021/2171 – Alteration of an existing forest road – Park Wood, Low Melbrecks.  

   The following grant of planning permission was noted;

(f)  Ref No:  7/2021/2030 – extension to front of existing cattle shelter – Bassenthwaite Hall Farm
  11)  Highways – Cooper Dub Light - Allerdale Borough Council are waiting for an updated quotation  from Electricity North West to remove the current cables, which are on a residents property, and replace them underground (revised quotation increased the cost by £5000).  Park Wood road is in a very poor state especially in the area of High Close Caravan Park.  There is a large pot hole outside The Chestnuts on North Row.  The Rake is full of pot holes.  The road surface is completely breaking up and full of potholes at the Ireby road end of The Rake. The tree on the green near to 5 The Green is dead – the proposal is that the WI to replace it with a new tree subject to approval from the residents of The Green.  At the bus stop end of The Avenue, one of the trees has a white fungus and is starting to rot – clerk to contact Tivoli to find out if they have a tree specialist.  The Parish Room Committee asked if the Parish council would be willing to tidy the area below the Bassenthwaite sign, it was agreed that this task should be left to the Parish Rooms Committee to complete.

  12)  Parish PlayArea – it was agreed to go ahead with the new toddler swing seat at a cost of £120.60 (£84.00 for the seat & £36.60 for new chains).
    13)  Dog Fouling – Allerdale Borough Council advised that Tivoli confirmed that they clean dog fouling and address litter whilst cutting the grass so any reports for specific problem locations could be sent direct to them.  Dog Fouling in areas Allerdale Borough Council are responsible for should be reported via the MyAllerdale App or customer contact centre.
