       9) Financial Report - The balance as at the 30th September 2021 is £22,820.76 on all three PC accounts.  The bank reconciliation as at the 30th of September was considered & accepted.   
           The relevant paperwork was completed to remove Robert James as a signatory from the Skipton Building Society account and Cllr Armstrong was added as a new signatory.        
   10) Planning
     (a)  Ref No: 7/2021/2166 – Demolition of existing agricultural sheds & livestock shelters and provision of 3no local occupancy dwellings following refusal of 7/2021/2039 – Bassenthwaite Hall, Bassenthwaite – withdrawn 14/09/21.

     (b)  Ref No: 7/2021/2260 – Proposed extension and alterations to spa bedroom wing to form new sitting areas to 8 no. ground floor bedrooms and new balconies to 6 no. first floor bedrooms – foundation trenching commenced – Armathwaite Hall, Bassenthwaite – certificate of lawfulness of proposed use received – for information only.
   11) Highways – B Cooper-Holmes said that she would like to see the light in Cooper Dub re-instated.  It was agreed that Allerdale be contacted for clarification as to whether the cost to the council could be reduced depending on the type of electrical connection.  Some discussion took place as to whether there was an alternative place to site the light at Cooper Dub.  Light no24 on North Row is inoperative. On the Keswick side of the A591 at Sally Wood, just before Sand Beds corner there is water on the road.  Water is again coming onto the road at Bassenfell Manor.   
  12) Parish PlayArea – it was agreed that the swings be replaced and three quotes were received and considered. It was agreed to accept the Kompan quote of £3748.43 plus vat for a two swing in one metal frame bay.   
  13) Senior Citizens Lunch – B Cooper-Holmes asked if the parish council would make a donation towards the cost of the senior citizens Christmas lunch.  A donation of £200.00 was proposed and approved by the council.    
    14) Bench on the Green – it was noted that the bench on The Green had been destroyed beyond repair.  As a good will gesture, Paton Bros who were working nearby agreed to pay for a replacement bench.

         It was considered and agreed to order a plastic bench and to consult with the residents of The Green as to where it should be sited (alternative site or as it was).
    15) Pinfold Land – a request to place some mirrors on the Pinfold land (adjacent to A591)  for safety purposes when coming out of the drive of Yew Tree Cottage was received.  The council had no objection but it was specified that Highways would also need to be consulted. 
          It was asked if the parish council had available or knew of any map for the water irrigation that runs through the Pinfold, through South View, Oak Lea and onward to Kiln Hill Cottages and beyond – Cllr Stephens to make enquires.  A beech tree on the Pinfold that appears to have extensive beech bark disease was discussed.  It was agreed that as the electricity supply goes under the branches, Electricity North West should be contacted and asked to assess the situation.       
    16) Items for next Agenda - new items to be with the clerk by the 27th of October 2021.
     17) Date of Next Meeting – it was noted that the next meeting of the Parish Council would be Thursday the 4th of November 2021.
