       10)  Planning               
    The following planning application received was for information only & not for consultation;
    (a)  Ref No:  7/2022/2229 – approval of details reserved by condition 3 appeal decision on planning application number 7/2020/2198 assessment of the risks posed by any contamination – Mireside, Bassenthwaite.     
   11)  Committee Reports – the following reports were received;
           a)  Village Green Committee – Allerdale  have approved an extra bin for the Village Green but currently they have no stock.  It was agreed that a standalone bin would be the best option, clerk to progress with Allerdale.
          b)  Parish Owned Land Committee – nothing to report. 
          c)  Play Areas Committee – the annual playground inspection report was circulated by email.  It was noted in the report that pins holding the matting down should be removed.
  12)  Senior Citizens Lunch – a donation of £200.00 towards the senior citizens lunch was proposed and approved by the council.
  13)   Highways – Allerdale advised that they were unaware and not involved in the repair of the light at Cooper Dub. It was agreed that highways deliver the damaged fingerpost to Cllr Stephens.  The following highway issues were noted; overhanging trees on the Park Wood road obscuring motorists view, the road surface at Park Wood requires attention, the Scarness road has sunk and the wall of the second bridge on the Scarness Road is falling apart.   
  14)  SAAA 2022 – an email from the Smaller Authorities’ Audit Appointments advised of the parish councils option to opt out of the central procurement and appointment scheme and appoint their own external auditor for the next 5 year period (01/04/22-31/03/27).  The council agreed to opt into the scheme.
