1) Apologies – No apologies for absence were received.
 2)  Minutes - Resolved – that the Chair sign the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the 6th of June 2019.

 4)  Requests for Dispensations - There were no requests for dispensations.

 5)  Declaration of Interests – There were no declarations of interest.
6)  Cumbria Constabulary – PCSO 5214 Crome was unable to attend the meeting due to him being off shift but forward the following report; there have been eight incidents of note since the last meeting, however four of these are not in the public interest to share.
     Incidents in the Bassenthwaite parish:-

     On the 11/06 a female motorcyclist was involved in a road traffic collision with a car at Bassenthwaite. The motorcycle burst into flames and the female rider suffered significant burns to her body.

     On the 06/06 Police received a report of four suspicious males in a vehicle near a farm at Bassenthwaite.  Officers attended the farm and also conducted an area search which was negative

b) Ref No:  7/2019/2056 – Proposed internal upgrading/refurbishment works (surface finishes, electrical & heating installations) & use of building as annexed sleeping/living accommodation 
ancillary to Mireside Farm – Mireside, Bassenthwaite – Certificate of Lawfulness granted by LDNPA 18/6/2019.

 The parish council considered the LDNPA’s decision on this application and although it exceeded the proposal, it was unanimously agreed to take no further action.

        The following application was received after the issue of the agenda;

f) Ref No:  7/2019/2135 – Dwelling House – Bassenthwaite Hall Farm – Mr P Trafford - the council had no objection to the application but requested a local occupancy clause.  
11)  Highways 
 An email from highways advised that at this moment they had fully committed their budget for pothole works for this financial year so they were unable to carry out any additional unnamed schemes that haven’t already been identified and approved by the local committee.  These works would hopefully be completed in the following financial year (2020/21).  In the event that additional funding/accelerated spending is received this financial year then they would look at bringing this scheme forward due to the roads condition.  In the meantime better highways will temporarily fill the worst areas with some hot material.  Clerk to request The Narrows & North Row End be repaired.  The branches from the Beech trees have been removed and the bottom of the lime tree where the mirror is have been cut for visibility. 
The School Road dyke requires cutting and the hedge at Rose Cottage is again overhanging the pavement.  
Following on from the accident on the bend on the A591, highways will be asked if improved signage can be installed.            
12)  Reports – no reports received
13)  Councillor Vacancy – Matthew Ewart was co-opted on to the council and completed the relevant paperwork.
 14)  Parish Play Area – prices to be obtained for both repairing and replacing the wooden swings.  
 15)  Hearse House – no update received.
 16)  Christmas Lights 2019 – following a site visit from a member of Allerdale Borough Council’s footway lighting team, the council were advised that it would cost in the region of £2500-£3000 to provide and install a new feeder pillar and take a ducted supply from the nearest point (lamp post near the defibrillator).  It may also be that the supply is insufficient for the council’s needs as it is low 
         power.  With this information in mind the council considered the provision of the electric supply to the tree and it was unanimously agreed not to go ahead with any extra Christmas lights in the trees.   
 17)   Items for next Agenda - new items to be with the clerk by Wednesday the 24th of July 2019.
  18)  Date of Next Meeting – it was noted that the next meeting of the Parish Council would be Thursday the 1st of August 2019.
