 2)   Minutes - Resolved – that the Chair sign the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 4th of March 2021.

a) An email from the Great North Air Ambulance thanked the parish council for their donation of £50.00.

b) A letter from the National Trust advised that they had been working closely with other partners, such as the National Park Authority, to co-ordinate their patrols and prepare for the season ahead – looking at signage, overflow car parks etc.  They ask if there are any specific problem areas, like gates that are routinely being blocked, or issues that their teams might not be aware of.  Also, if there are any fields that might be able to ease the pressure by allowing limited temporary car parking or camping, they’d be keen to assist.        9) Financial Report - The balance as at the 31st March 2021 is £19,035.66 on all three PC accounts.  
            It was discussed & agreed that Cllr Armstrong replace Cllr James as a signatory on the Cumberland Building Society current & deposit account, all relevant paperwork to be completed.  Cllr Reb advised that this year, the parish rooms would not be asking for a donation for the rates, as they had been given an exemption on the rates and they had received grants from Allerdale.       

     10)  Planning – there was no objection from on the council on the following application; 

(a) Ref No:  7/2021/2085 – amendment to design for new lean-to sunroom to south elevation &  change of roof material to the new building extension, condition 2 on planning permission ref. 7/2020/2017 for conversion of existing barn to dwelling and new detached garage & workshop. 
       The following grants of planning permission were noted;

   (b)  Ref No: 7/2021/2020 – replacement of existing garage & installation of timber car port – Kiln Hill Farm, Bassenthwaite – granted 25/02/21.
      (c)  Ref No: 7/2021/2030 – extension to front of existing cattle shelter – Bassenthwaite Hall Farm – granted 12/03/21.
(d)  Ref No:  7/2021/2043 – amendment to condition no2 (plans) to allow accessible pods on planning permission 7/2020/2290: the replacement of an existing garage & store building with accessible visitor accommodation forming an annexe to existing self-catering accommodation; the replacement of barn storage structure with a timber building; and, the installation of 3 camping pods with existing caravan field – Kiln Hill Barn Holiday Cottages & Caravan Site – granted 22/03/21.   

  11)  Highways - Allerdale advised that if the new light at Cooper Dub was replaced in the same area as the old one it would be a standard installation and then they would pick up the costs. It was unanimously agreed that the light should be replaced.
  12)  Parish PlayArea – Cllr Stephens advised that he had looked at the swings on the north side beck and they were in good order.  The wooden swings on the south side of the beck, the connection between the chain and the swinger was not standard issue and therefore required replacing with improved anchors.  An email from a parishioner asked if a baby/toddler swing seat and maybe a slide or climbing frame could be added somewhere.  It was agreed that this request be looked into and discussed at the next meeting. 
    13)  Councillor Vacancy – Coral Grace & Mark Ainsworth attended the meeting with a view to becoming a parish councillor.  As there was only one vacancy, a vote was therefore required, so it was agreed that this be determined when more councillors were present to vote.
