       11)  Planning               
    a)  Ref No:  7/2022/2118 – demolition of existing conservatory and construction of new orangery – Wood Cottage, Mire House, Keswick, CA12 4QD - granted 03/11/22.

   b)  Ref No: 7/2022/2272 – Conversion of traditional building to form independent holiday let – Mireside, Bassenthwaite, CA12 4QZ – no objection but the council would prefer it to be for local occupancy.
