    11)   Planning               
     a)  Ref No: 7/2023/2073 – demolition & rebuilding of damaged wall – Ravenstone Lodge – granted.
    b)  Ref No:  7/2023/2002 – full planning application for a single dwelling – Armathwaite Hall Hotel, Bassenthwaite – refused.
   12)   Highways – it was noted that Cllr Perry & Barbara Cooper-Holmes had both written to our MP & Stagecoach in regards to the service bus coming through Bassenthwaite.  Stagecoach advised that they didn’t have a small bus suitable to travel along North Row.  Cllr Perry to progress.
